Our school can choose its own ‘WoW Days’.   

 ‘Walk Once a Week’ allows a school to set a more appropriate day to promote walking, or pupils and 

parents could choose which day suits them best.   

 

 

Every pupil will get a postcard each month to record how often they are walking to school and pupils 

that walk once per week, every week for the month will be rewarded with a pin badge.  There are 

eleven pin badges to collect throughout the school year.
